                The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania’s Educational Improvement Tax Credit (EITC) Program earns your business a tax credit up to 90% on contributions made to Educational Improvement Organizations, such as the North Pocono Public Library.  EITC contributions help to fund science, technology, engineering, art and math programming for children in kindergarten through 12th grade. North Pocono Public Library (NPPL) has recently been approved to participate in this program. 
NPPL’s approved program is Art Expression. Participants will explore different artists and art forms in a six-week program. Participants will develop creative thinking skills and create unique pieces of art as they are exposed to a variety of artists and their artwork This Art Expression experience will allow for self-exploration, positive self-expression and communication building. Other programs that follow this formula will be added as additional funding occurs.
